BY-LAWS OF
HUDSON JEWISH COMMUNITY FORUM,
A NEW JERSEY NONPROFIT CORPORATION

ARTICLE I - NAME

The name or title by which this Corporation is to be known in law is: Hudson Jewish Community
Forum, A New Jersey Nonprofit Corporation. The Corporation will also be known as “HudsonJewish”™
and is referred to herein as “HudsonJewish”.

ARTICLE II - MISSION

The Mission of HudsonJewish is to nurture and support Jewish religious, cultural and institutional life
in Hudson County, New Jersey. which has been rediscovered in the early 215t century by a new wave
of Jewish arrivals after decades of Jewish emigration. To this end, HudsonJewish will:

A. Endeavor to prevent the loss to our community of synagogues and other institutions or
assets which, even though they may currently be underutilized and potentially facing
dissolution due to lack of membership in the short term, represent significant Jewish
communal assets, the management and disposition of which are matters of deep concern
to the entire local Jewish community;

B. Encourage Jewish people living in the Hudson County region to discover, affiliate with,
participate in and support financially and otherwise the local synagogues and other
Jewish institutions;

C. Convene the Hudson Jewish Community Forum (the “Forum™) on a regular basis as a
venue for members of the local Jewish community to meet each other and exchan ge
views on matters of common concern;

D. Facilitate coordinated activities, such as publicity, fundraising, planning and
communications, among all groups within the local Jewish community;
E, Disseminate information about local Jewish resources, organizations, and activities of

interest to the local Jewish community and to Jewish people who may be considering
relocating to the Hudson County region;

F. Promote knowledge of, and involvement by, Jewish people in Jewish cultural,
charitable, educational and social activities and institutions;

G. Encourage social interaction among Jewish people;

H. Engage in long-term planning for the benefit of the local Jewish community and
encourage other Jocal Jewish organizations to do the same;

L Foster greater understanding and cooperation between the local Jewish community and

the worldwide Jewish community, and between the local Jewish community and the

broader community in our region;

Cultivate the involvement and skills of younger people in Jewish communal leadership;

K. Raise and distribute funds for Jewish philanthropic, social, cultural, educational and
religious purposes, including distribute funds to other organizations for purposes
consistent with the mission of HudsonJewish where a direct contribution to such
organizations would be tax exempt under the then existing Internal Revenue laws and
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regulations; and receive and hold by purchase, gift, bequest or otherwise, real or
personal property and to distribute the principal and/or income thereof consistent with
the mission of HudsonJewish;

L. Establish and maintain an endowment fund dedicated to the perpetuation of
HudsonJewish and the Jewish community, the principal of which is to be drawn on only
for major long-term projects or in case of emergency;

M. Explore the advisability of establishing and, if appropriate, establish a Jewish
Federation affiliated with United Jewish Communities (*UJC”) or with any constituent
part of UJC or its successors, which would encompass the entirety of Hudson County or
any portion of it, as the local Jewish community shall, after due consideration, deem
desirable; and

N. Review and determine the obligations and effectiveness of all agencies requesting
appropriations from HudsonJewish and budget and control the disbursements to any
such beneficiary agencies.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of these By-laws, these purposes are limited to those described
in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 as amended (or the corresponding
provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

ARTICLE Il - JURISDICTION

HudsonJewish shall maintain a registered office in the County of Hudson County, State of New Jersey.
The initial registered office shall be c/o Adam S. Weiss, 412 Ogden Avenue, Jersey City, NJ 07307
and the initial registered agent shall be Adam S. Weiss. HudsonJewish may also have an office or
offices other than such place, either within or without the State of New Jersey, as the Board of Trustees
shall from time to time determine or the business of the Corporation may require,

ARTICLE IV - MEMBERSHIP

HudsonJewish shall not have members.

ARTICLE V - OFFICERS

SECTION 1

The officers of HudsonJewish shall be the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Fundraising Vice Chairman,
Secretary, and Treasurer. All officers of HudsonJewish shall be elected by majority vote of the
Trustees present at the first regularly-scheduled meeting of the Board of Trustees held in each even-
numbered calendar year, shall take office immediately, and shall serve until their successors have been
chosen, or until their death, resignation or removal in the manner herein specified. No person shall be
elected to, or serve in, any office if not a Trustee of HudsonJewish, except that an outgoing Trustee
may continue to serve as an Officer, notwithstanding the expiration of his or her term as Trustee, until
the Board of Trustees elects a successor Officer. An officer may resign at any time by giving written
notice of his or her resignation to the Chairman, or to the Board of Trustees. Any resignation shatl
take effect at the time specified therein and unless otherwise specified therein the acceptance thereof
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
